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MOSQUITO RESEARCH FACILITY

Project Overview

The building consists of approximately
200m2 of specialised ‘PC2’ rated specialised
temperature controlled laboratories
speci cally designed for research on insects.

Disabled access, security access systems
and mechanical systems are all remotely
controlled by JCU [James Cook University].

The architecture of the building is a major
break from the ‘Institutional style’ of the
university using stainless steel, ‘Symonite’
pre nished aluminium cladding, aluminium
sunscreens and ‘Evergreen’ toughened glass
panels to provide a more modern architectural
statement.

Two identical stainless steel meshed
‘Flight cages’ are attached to a connecting
spline which joins to the labs. These are
used to conduct experiments on insects
particularly mosquitoes and Dengue Fever.

The project was partially funded by a
US$1,000,000 grant from the Gates
Foundation with the aim of providing research
to improve health in third world countries.
