Metro residences now complete

THE crowning glory of Metro Resi-
dences on Sydney’s North Shore was
put in place recently, 265 metres above
sea level after three days of nail biting,
hand wringing and weather-related
effort.

With addition of the lightning mast
to Metro Grand, the building stands at
RL 268 and is now among the tallest
buildings in Sydney.

A great result for the jig master and
Hutchies’ crane crew.

The $230 million three-tower Metro
Residences - 553 apartments covering
110 floors across three individual
towers and built over the Chatswood
Transport Interchange - is Hutchies’
largest project in Australia.

Hutchies’ Iargest project to
date, the $230 million Metro
Residences, is now complete.

“As a result, we established
local offices and teams all over
Australia, put down roots and
started prospecting for more
work in the local areas.

“Hutchies expanded at a
time when many organisations
constricted.

“We are now considered ‘locals’
on a national scale because our
team members and their fami-

lies have integrated into local
communities on personal and
professional levels.”

By being ‘local’, Hutchies is
able to engage nation-wide in
both small and large jobs.

“Big or small, the same quality

and processes apply and we
intend to continue with this
model which has served us well
during good times and bad,” said
Scott.

In the past
Hutchies’ largest

12 months,
project was

the $230 million, three-tower
Metro Residences in Chatswood,
Sydney, while the smallest was a
$100,000 job that encompassed a
new storage shed construction,
upgrade to an existing building
and landscaping at the Office of
Australian War Graves Garden
of Remembrance in Hobart,
Tasmania.

Other small contracts include
a $139,000 breezeway at South
Bank, Brisbane; a $170,000 refur-
bishment of a retail tenancy
within Allamanda Hospital, Gold
Coast; a $815,000 expansion at
Fairholme College, Toowoomba;
a $330,000 extension to a truck
washing facility at Reedy Creek,
Surat Basin; a $870,00 refurbish-
ment at Chevron Renaissance,
Gold Coast; and a single-storey
medical centre at Deeragun,
Townsville.

OVER the past 12 months, Hutchies has
undertaken 177 projects which collec-
tively resulted in turnover of approxi-
mately $1.4 billion.

While the largest project on our
books in this period is the $230 million
Metro Residences apartment towers in
Chatswood, Sydney, the smallest is a
$100,000 refurbishment at the Office
of Australian War Graves Garden of
Remembrance in Hobart.

The average project size across our
entire business over the period is $10.4
million.

It is this feature of Hutchies’ busi-
ness model that sets us apart from our
peers in the marketplace and impacts on
almost every aspect of our operations.

Our capacity and intention to operate
in all segments, big and small around
Australia shapes everything we do.

For instance, our industrial relations
arrangements need to reflect the fact
we operate in both the big and small
end of town, the background and skill
sets of our people and consequently
our training programs are different for
those undertaking retail sector refur-
bishments to those working on $100
million projects in the resource sector.

Our presence via 18 offices around
Australia forms part of the company
strategytoberecognised aslocal builders
everywhere we go and to perform works
big or small associated with the region
we are operating in.

We have a standard job costing and
accounting system that supports jobs of
all sizes, in many locations at any given
time around Australia. Many in the
building and construction industry are
intrigued by Hutchies’ business model
— “any size job, anywhere and in any
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sector”. While we do have good opera-
tional systems and structure and a great
balance sheet to support Hutchies’ $1.5
billion per annum plus growing busi-
ness, it all comes back to the calibre
of our people and providing them with
the tools they need to be successful
including the autonomy to make deci-
sions.

One of the reasons Hutchies is
successful is because we put a lot of time
and effort in up front aligning the right
construction team with the right client
on the right job.

There is a big difference in the skills
set between one of Hutchies’ team
leaders or project managers who take
on say a $300 million full design and
construct apartment building in the
Sydney, Melbourne or Brisbane CBD
and all that goes with it, and a team
leader or project manager who has to
manage say a $700,000 refurb in an
operational shopping centre on a 24/7
basis.

Both are highly skilled - just in
different areas and both are equally
important to Hutchies’ future.

While there are many things that
have helped make Hutchies successful
over its 102-year history, I genuinely
believe the key is our business model
that exposes us to every market around
Australia — big or small.

Low interest rate boosts
turnover, profit and jobs

A LOW interest rate has
helped produce a 37 per
cent lift in annual profit for
Hutchies and is expected
to create 150 new in-house
jobs based on an optimistic
outlook for the year ahead.

Managing Director, Greg
Quinn, said Hutchies had
a pre-tax profit of $22.7
million in the 2014 financial
year — up from $18 million
in the prior year.

Greg said the result
was due largely to strong
demand for high-density
residential buildings.

“Southeast  Queens-
land - taking in Sunshine
Coast, Gold Coast, Brisbane
and western Toowoomba
region - is strong,” Greg
said.

“Cairns and Townsville
are solid. There has been
areal surge in high-density
residential demand in
the southeast corner of
Queensland and in Sydney.

“Hutchies has secured a
significant number of resi-
dential projects over the
past two months and we
expect that to continue on
until probably about this
time next year,” he said.

Greg said he expected
the residential building
demand to be fuelled

further as long as the RBA
held the cash rate steady.

But, while mining-related
building has dwindled,
Greg said Hutchies had
transitioned the change
relatively smoothly.

“Hutchies realised the
sector was on a downturn
and refocused on the
traditional construction
sector,” he said.

“Mining-related building
demand in Australia has
fallen except for the Surat
Basin which is still strong
for us and generating $100
million in annual revenue.”

He said the company
was now taking back
former workers who had
transferred to the mines.

Hutchies is set to add
150 full-time workers this
year and another 100 next
year.

The training program
also will receive a boost
from its current level of 130
apprentices and cadets.

Greg said he did not
expect to see much
demand for the lifeless
commercial property
market for another couple
of years.

Hutchies’ turnover of

$1.4 billion was derived 70
per cent from Queensland.




Client and builder strike a sweet
chord to rescue native bee hive

HUTCHIES’ enthusiasm for bees and the Glad-
stone Ports Corporation’s (GPC) environmental
concerns struck a sweet chord recently when
both parties worked in concert to rescue a native
bee hive discovered on the Gladstone East Shore
Maritime Precinct Project.

Landscaping works halted on discovery of the
active Native Black Stingless Bee (Tetragonula
Hockingsi) hive and it was agreed to relocate the
colony and build a new hive.

The GPC offered financial assistance for the
project and Hutchies’ site team on the East
Shore Maritime Precinct offered their time and
expertise to build the bees a penthouse from a
bush timber hollow log.

Apiarist, Nicholas Minenko, undertook the

relocation of the hive and he and the GPC
Environmental Crew will continue to regularly

monitor the hive and harvest the honey.

The GPC created signage to educate the public
about the Native Black Stingless Bees.

The Tetragonula Hockingsi species is found
in northern Queensland, preferring the warmer

temperatures.

This species of bee produces a honey known
as sugarbag which is tangy and delicious.

The bees are excellent pollinators and profes-
sional orchardists rely heavily on them to polli-
nate their fruit and nut trees.

This hive will assist in the stabilisation of
Auckland Hill through increased flora develop-

ment.

A WORLD War II hangar at
Newstead in Brisbane is now the
scene of more action and noise
than it ever experienced during its
wartime career.

The former supply base for US
troops fighting in the Pacific in the
1940s has been refurbished and
reborn as The Triffid, an 800-seat
live music venue awash with food
and drink.

The official openingin November
featured Saskwatch, The Creases
and MT Warning, followed by
Ed Kuepper and Paul Dempsey,
with upcoming gigs coming with
Megan Washington and Bernard
Fanning.

The Triffid is run by former
Powderfinger bassist, John Collins,
who was looking to create an inti-
mate live music venue where bands

On discovering the Hutchies-

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Housing an economic
boost for Doomadgee

HUTCHIES has reconnected with
the remote Aboriginal commu-
nity of Doomadgee in north west
Queensland through a $1 million
housing project for the Queens-
land Government.

Yatala Modular Division
recently built and transported
two residences to Doomadgee,
where Hutchies first did work in
1970 under the supervision of Jack
Hutchinson.

On the recent project, Hutchies
followed the Queensland Govern-
ment’s training policy which
requires training and employment

of indigenous people on the build-
ings.

As a result, during the onsite
activity, $130,000 was injected into
the community through wages,
accommodation, catering, mate-
rials supply and subcontracting.

The residential modules were
constructed at the Yatala facility
where four indigenous training
participants from Hutchies’ Gold
Coast School of Construction
took part in the build as part of
their training program.

These four indigenous trainees
have since found employment

as apprentices and labourers
through Hutchies’ subcontractors
and partners.

The buildings were transported
to Doomadgee where 27 local
indigenous people were employed
at different stages of the onsite
construction process and cultural
heritage monitoring activities.

Local participation
made up 22 per cent of
the total labour hours

on the job.
Mark Kucks,
Hutchies’ indigenous

program co-ordinator,
said the project had
significant ~ Aborig-
inal cultural heritage
protection obligations
for the construction
team.

“The activity
required sensitive and

culturally appropriate dealings
with traditional owner groups
as well as the development of a
cultural heritage management
plan, “ said Mark.

Ross Hankin was construc-
tion manager, Julian Batt was site
manager and Scott Smithers was
contract administrator.

Ambassador reaches out to mdlgenous commumty

AS Hutchies’ indigenous program
co-ordinator, Mark Kucks is
working to increase indigenous
employment and training in the
company and in the construction
industry.

Mark described his role as
expanding Hutchies’ cultural
capacity and increasing opportu-
nities for indigenous employment
through its projects.

“When our construction teams
go into indigenous communities,
I advise on where to go, who to
speak to, appropriate behaviours
and community protocols,” Mark
explained.

“With a better understanding
of where they are working and
who they are working with, our
team members always come back
having had a positive experience.

“We have job after job where
we have 15, 20 and 25 indigenous
people working on our projects.

“With our subbies and
suppliers working alongside us,
these results are starting to reach

“I've worked in this arena for
more than a decade and I've never
seen anything like this; the effect
arole such as this can have on the
ground inside a major construc-
tion company is extraordinary,”
he concluded.

Mark recently worked on a

program on Palm Island, justnorth
of Townsville, where Hutchies
installed 40 modular homes.

Hutchies arranged local
training coursesintrafficmanage-
ment and security services which
resulted in a number of partici-
pants being employed on the
project.

Overall 25 local indigenous

Palm Islanders were employed in
various construction and service
related roles across the project.
As part of Mark’s role, he also
worked with the construction
team on a number of community
engagement activities with the
local schools, footy clubs, the
PCYC, boxing club and the North
Queensland Cowboys.
